The Text

4 There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit distributes them. 5 There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. 6 There are different kinds of working, but in all of them and in everyone it is the same God at work.
7 Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. 8 To one there is given through the Spirit a message of wisdom, to another a message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, 9 to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, 10 to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. 11 All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he distributes them to each one, just as he determines.

Textual Questions
1) What is the message God and Paul are speaking to the Corinthians (and to you) through this passage?


2) Why does God impart spiritual gifts to the body through the Holy Spirit?


3) Why is it important to know that there is one God behind the many spiritual gifts?
Discussion Guide Questions
1) The purpose of this case study is to aid your understanding of your spiritual gift. Answer as honestly as you can – trying to think of “the right answer” will only impede the purpose of the case study. 
 
Case Study: You are in the middle of a life group meeting and one of the ladies in your group gets a phone call. She excuses herself from the group and after a few moments comes back in tears. She has just found out the results of a blood test for her son. The doctor has told her that her son has leukemia. 

i. What do you do (or what would you do if you could) in that moment?


ii. What do you do (or what would you do if you could) in the days and weeks ahead? 


iii. What is your biggest concern for this woman?


2) Share and discuss your answers. What are the different things that each of you would do? Do your answers provide any insights as to what your spiritual gift might be? If yes, then record your answers below. 



3) Because these comments come in a larger body of work that is focused on corporate worship, we need to see that practicing the spiritual gifts is an important aspect of what the Body is to do when it gathers. In what ways are you practicing your gifts when the body is gathered? If you aren’t, what are some ways that you could start practicing your gifts?



4) Paul stresses that the same God is at work in all our spiritual gifts. Though this is true, often as people “exercise their spiritual gifts” it will take two people in opposite directions. How are we as Christians to understand this phenomenon in the church?



5) Spiritual gifts are given for the edification of the body, and every Christian has been given a spiritual gift. Do you feel that you’ve been equipped to help other believers? If yes, how so? If no, how does this text truth intersect or challenge your beliefs about your own spiritual gifts (or lack thereof).  



6) Practicing the spiritual gifts is critical for the health of the body. If we choose not to find and practice our gifts, the body suffers. How can you commit, or recommit, to practicing your spiritual gifts (or discovering them)? Share this with your group and ask them to pray for you.  
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
