The Text
1) Read the text slowly and carefully. 
2) Pray for understanding, insight, and transformation. 
3) Observe Everything. Use pens and highlighters to mark the text. Come up with your own system of symbols, underlines, arrows, highlights, and notes, that will help you understand and apply. Only do what is helpful.
4) Answer the interpretive questions at the bottom.


8 Love never fails. But where there are prophecies, they will cease; where there are tongues, they will be stilled; where there is knowledge, it will pass away. 9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part, 10 but when completeness comes, what is in part disappears. 11 When I was a child, I talked like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I put the ways of childhood behind me. 12 For now we see only a reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I am fully known.
13 And now these three remain: faith, hope and love. But the greatest of these is love.

Textual Questions
1) What is the message God and Paul are speaking to the Corinthians (and to you) through this passage?


2) In what way will prophecies, tongues, and even knowledge, come to and end?


3) What is the “completeness” and when will it come?


Discussion Guide Questions
1) Although Christians are called to live for eternity, more than this temporary life, this is hard for us to do. What have you found difficult about trying to live for eternity? What has helped you to consider living for eternity more than the present life?



2) Paul explains that prophecy, tongues, and even knowledge will pass away. Have you ever thought about spiritual gifts going away? How does that effect your ideas on how to practice your own spiritual gift in this life?  



3) There are three main views on the “completeness” mentioned in verse 10. One is that “completeness” is a reference to spiritual maturity. The second is that “completeness” is a reference to the New Testament. The third is that “completeness” is a reference to the coming of Christ. Which of these three do you think “completeness” refers to? If you have another view, what is it? Make sure you support your answer below. 



4) What do you think it means to “know God”? By your own definition, do you know God? 



5) In what ways do we know God “in a mirror”? And how does that differ from knowing God face-to-face? 



6) If we can only know God “as in a mirror” and not “face-to-face” should we still try to pursue knowing God? Why or why not?



7) Paul explains that one day we will know God in the same way that right now He “fully knows” us. What do you think it will be like to know God in this way? Share your future hope with your Life Group. 



8) The permanence of faith, hope, and love – and especially love – means that we should pursue these in our lives more than even the spiritual gifts. What is your gift? How can you practice that gift with greater faith, hope, and love? Write out your application of this principle below and share it with your group. Spend time praying for one another to grow in practicing your gifts in love.  
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
