The Text: 1 Corinthians 14:26-33


26 What then shall we say, brothers and sisters? When you come together, each of you has a hymn, or a word of instruction, a revelation, a tongue or an interpretation. Everything must be done so that the church may be built up. 27 If anyone speaks in a tongue, two—or at the most three—should speak, one at a time, and someone must interpret. 28 If there is no interpreter, the speaker should keep quiet in the church and speak to himself and to God.
29 Two or three prophets should speak, and the others should weigh carefully what is said. 30 And if a revelation comes to someone who is sitting down, the first speaker should stop. 31 For you can all prophesy in turn so that everyone may be instructed and encouraged. 32 The spirits of prophets are subject to the control of prophets. 33 For God is not a God of disorder but of peace—as in all the congregations of the Lord’s people.

Textual Questions
1) What is the message God and Paul are speaking to the Corinthians (and to you) through this passage?


2) What are the primary goals of worship that you see Paul exhorting the Corinthians to in these instructions?

Discussion Guide Questions
1) When you come to your Life Group, do you think about bringing a spiritual gift for the benefit of the others around you? Why or why not? 



2) The context of Paul’s instructions was the house church. In our church, we have far more people than a house church. Because of this we can ask ourselves a few questions: 
i. Should we be following these exact instructions for our worship services? Why or why not?


 
ii. Should we stop gathering in large groups and only gather in smaller groups in order to fulfill these exact instructions for a worship service? Why or why not?  



3) The word “hymn” in Greek referred to a general song of praise to a diety. It is not accurate to read “hymn” in the Bible and think of our modern “hymnal.” These could have been songs that were known to all, or new songs written by members of the church. Do you sing in your Life Group? What are the effects of singing together, or what might the effect be if you were to start doing it?



4) In Corinth, Paul recommended three separate means of receiving the Word of God – interpreted tongues, a word of instruction, and prophecy. Why do you think Paul places such an emphasis on the words of God in their worship services? How should this be reflected in our church setting today?



5) For most of Church history, people did not have personal Bibles. Therefore, receiving the Word at church was the only place most people could receive it. Now that we have personal Bibles, how important should the Word be in our daily life? What are you doing to give the Word its proper place of importance in your personal life?



6) Whether it is Sunday morning, or Life Group, we all have gifts to bring and share for the building up of the body. What gifts did you bring to Sunday Worship or to Life Group this week? If none, what do you need to do over the next few days to prepare for Worship or Life Group? What challenges are you facing as you try to worship God by building up the body? Share your journey of growing in worship with your Life Group and ask for their prayers wherever you need help.  
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
