The Text: Genesis 18:16-33

Instructions
1) Pray for the Holy Spirit to open your eyes to His words. 
2) Read the passage.
3) Using the “Story Arc” below, insert the verses according to how you see the story begin, grow, climax, fall, and finish. 
4) Write out the main lesson of the story. 
5) Write out some of the other lessons along the way. 









Textual Questions
1) What is (are) the central lesson(s) in this story?


2) Why does God reveal his plans to Abraham?


3) What are the notable elements of Abraham’s intercessory prayers?

Discussion Guide Questions
1) When you think about the brokenness of our society, what comes to mind? What are the specific things you see happening in our country that you think God looks down and is displeased about?



2) In your prayers, how do you bring that brokenness before the Lord? Secondly, in your actions, how do you respond to that brokenness in the world?



3) God told Abraham what he was going to do because: 1) Abraham will become a great nation, 2) All nations will be blessed by him, 3) He will direct his children and household in the way of the Lord by doing what is right and just. It may not be immediately obvious, but what do these three things have to do with God telling or not telling Abraham His plans?



4) The above reasons show us that God will give Abraham the opportunity to be a blessing to the world, and to do what is right and just, when he tells him his plans to test and judge Sodom and Gomorrah. Sometimes, God tells you what He is going to do (like judge the world for its sins) to give you the opportunity to be a blessing, and to do what is right and just. What is the appropriate Christian response to knowing that God will judge sinners forever?



5) As Abraham takes up the role of an intercessor for Sodom and Gomorrah, his attitude is filled with persistence, faith, humility, and mercy. How can this attitude be replicated in you as you think about the brokenness of our nation?



6) Even though we are sojourners and strangers here on earth, it is clear that we cannot simply pull away from the world. Instead, we must live as a blessing to the world wherever we go. How can you live as a blessing to the world, here in Yakima, Washington?  



7) As citizens of heaven here on earth, we are more aware of the coming judgement than anyone else. We have a few short years to take up the role of an intercessor. What gives us the motivation and desire to live this way is remembering that Christ exists always to intercede for us before the Father in Heaven. Spend some time reflecting on the judgement you deserve and the intercession of Christ on your behalf. Respond with thankfulness to God, and then pray for the world around you from that place of love and gratitude. 
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
